The Company defines EBITDA as net income before interest expens e, provision for

income tax, and depreciation, amortization and accretion, and defines adjusted EBITDA as EBITDA excluding store closure and e Xit costs, one -

time costs associated with the Transactions, gains and losses from disposal of assets, Public Offering Expenses, and the loss on extinguishment of

debt.
